Guidelines for Presenters
e Your presentation should be based on research that interests you.
e Find a suitable topic which fits the themes of the conference.
e Students should work with a faculty supervisor to ensure their work is of an acceptable
academic standard.




e Search for information in your library or on the internet.

e Create a thesis statement which explains your main idea, informs the reader what the
presentation will talk about and makes a statement which your work will defend or
explain.

e Decide how you will explore your thesis: Will you use material from other books and
articles to explain your idea? Or will you create a survey or observational study to
collect information?

e Atthe end, give a conclusion about what you have found and how it connects to your
thesis.
